1. Deadline for registration

The deadline for registration is Wednesday, 18 June 2008.  Late registration may be possible, but is not guaranteed, and may be subject to a late registration fee.  Cancellations will only be possible until 9 May 2008.
2. Conference Fee

The conference fee includes attendance at all lectures throughout the conference, a buffet lunch on Friday and Saturday, and refreshments throughout.
